Short biography: Dorothee Bakker
Dorothee Bakker is a seagoing carbon scientist and has sailed on research ships and voluntary observing ships. Her research aims to quantify the marine carbon cycle, its variation and the processes and feedbacks driving these. Much of her research is on the Southern Ocean, where she studies the complex role of sea ice in marine carbon chemistry and the uptake of anthropogenic carbon by bottom water. Dorothee is chair of the Surface Ocean CO2 Atlas (SOCAT), an international synthesis product of surface water CO2 data for which data can be submitted at any time. SOCAT will enable exciting and important research, such as quantification of global and regional oceanic CO2 uptake, the creation of surface ocean CO2 maps and validation of ocean carbon models. With the first SOCAT release planned in 2011, this is an exciting time to become chair of the SOLAS/IMBER Carbon group on Surface Ocean Systems!
